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To understand the current learning achievement of students, Tulsipur Sub-Metropolitan City decided conduct a
citywide basic literacy and numeracy survey.

For the ease of use and international validity we decided to use a simple but effective basic literacy and numeracy
survey called Annual Status of Education Report (ASER) developed by Pratham, an indian NGO, and adapted by ASER
Nepal. ASER Nepal provided the questionnaire for us to use.

The survey process was managed by Teach For Nepal’s Alumni and made possible by the active participation of
many. The survey management team is grateful to steadfast support and leadership of the Mayor, Education Committee
Chair, Head of Education Division, Education Officers and Resource Persons in Tulsipur, who not only agreed to conduct
the survey but played crucial role in day to day operations.

The survey wouldn’t have been possible without the active participation of 120 local youth, who decided to volunteer
for a month-long campaign. Every single day they came to conduct survey right after their morning classes and worked
throughout the day with a lot of passion and enthusiasm. They used their own mobile phones and other resources. Often
they had to travel long distances. Some of the schools required several hours on foot. In Spite of monsoon’s rain and
August's heat, these young people didn’t waver and helped us complete the survey of over 28,000 students in just a
month.

We are also thankful to active support of all participating schools and their teachers, who provided space and time for
us to conduct the survey. We especially appreciate the private schools who provided their buses to travel throughout
Tulsipur.

The survey wouldn’t have been possible without the financial assistance of Teach For All, a network of 55 partner
programs of which Teach For Nepal is a member. TFN received a small grant through Teach For All’s Community Impact
Fund. We also would like to acknowledge the support of Rooster Logic, a data technology company that developed a
mobile application for the survey, World Link in Tulsipur for providing free access to the internet during our training
and Ekanta Hotel for the space that we could use to gather. Finally, a small team of Teach For Nepal Alumni, working in
Dang along with some TFN Fellows and local youth including Model Youth Parliament Members played a crucial role in
providing leadership and day-to-day management support.
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CHAPTER 1: ON ASER

Developed and led by Pratham, an NGO in India, ASER
stands for Annual Status of Education Report. The survey,
considered one of the largest citizen led education surveys
in India, “provides reliable annual estimates of children’s
schooling status and basic learning'.” One of the major
objectives of the ASER is to evaluate whether or not our
students are learning at school and if yes, what is their level?
It also analyses different demographic/household variables
that are likely to affect students’ learning outcomes.

ASER TULSIPUR 2019

While ASER in India is done as a household survey, ASER
Tulsipur was done as a school based survey. In Tulsipur, all
students, of both private and public schools between grade
1-8 were surveyed. The survey was conducted from August
18 to September 17, 2019 by mobilizing local high school
and college students as volunteers and was jointly led by
Tulsipur Sub Metropolitan City, Education Division and
Teach For Nepal.

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VOLUNTEER RECRUITMENT AND TRAINING

We recruited volunteers from local high schools and colleges.
For the recruitment process, we reached out to students
studying high schools (+2) and bachelors levels in Tulsipur.
Youths from Model Youth Parliament also participated in

the program. During the outreach process, a presentation
was made on college campuses encouraging local youth to
participate in initiatives that work on local education reform.
Interested individuals were asked to complete a basic selection
test.Through the outreach efforts, we received interest from
about 500 college students. Of them, 120 were selected as
ASER Tulsipur Volunteers.

The selected volunteers then went through 4 days of
training. The training focused on highlighting the essence of
volunteerism, reinforcing the role of local youths in bringing
positive transformations in their community and also the
technicalities of conducting a survey. Since the survey was
conducted using an offline Mobile Application, the volunteers
needed to understand and be comfortable with using app based
forms and data collection processes.
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CHAPTER 2: IN TULSIPUR, STUDENTS DON’T KNOW THE BASICS
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Historically, performance in School Leaving Certificate (SLC)
examinations, now known as Secondary Education Examinations
(SEE), taken at the end of grade 10, are seen as an indicator of
student achievement and school’s success. The results make
front page news on national newspapers and are discussed
widely in tea stalls in villages to the corridors of the Ministry of
Education. Therefore, schools make significant effort, including
offering extra classes, putting students to residential camps and
prolonging class days to ensure that their students attain best
possible results in the examinations.

The SLC/SEE results show very strong performance of
private schools with about 90% graduation rate. Historically,
public schools have struggled with only about 30% students
passing the examinations. Poor performance of public schools
and the gap between private and public schools is seen at the
city level in Tulsipur as well.

Over the last few years, Education Review Office of Ministry
of Education, Science and Technology has conducted several
standardized tests. These tests called National Assessment of
Student Achievement (NASA) assesses students of grade 3,5
& 8.

However, NASA results, done through random sampling of
some selected districts, don’t provide Local Government level
performance data.

The 2015 Constitution of Nepal gives Local Governments,
like Tulsipur Sub-Metropolitan City, the responsibility of
education policy making, governance and management,
particular for school education.

Thus, Tulsipur Sub-Metropolitan City wanted to understand
the current learning achievement level of the students to make
evidence-based education reform plan.

BASIC NUMERACY AND LITERACY SURVEY
For the ease of use, international validity, and low cost, we
decided to conduct a basic literacy and numeracy survey.

The survey was modeled after the Annual Status of
Education Report (ASER), basic numeracy and literacy survey by
Pratham, an NGO in India. The questionnaire, benchmarked at
up to grade 3 of Nepal’s national curriculum, was developed by
ASER Nepal, a non profit organization, and provided for Teach
For Nepal to be used.

In collaboration with Rooster Logic, a data technology
company, we developed a mobile application (App) from the
questionnaire for data collection process.
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During a period of a month between mid-August to mid-
September 2019, 120 local youth, studying in grade 11 or higher
in Tulsipur’s colleges, were mobilized to survey. In collaboration
with the Education Division of Tulsipur Sub-Metropolitan City,
the survey process was led by Teach For Nepal Alumni.

THE SURVEY PROCESS
The survey had two parts - individual student survey and
school survey. For the individual assessment, each assessor
sat with a student and asked the student to respond to
questions. These questions involved asking students to
identify alphabets, words, sentences, a simple paragraph and
respond to a few questions on the simple story. The highest
level of comprehension question was benchmarked at grade 3
standards by Nepali curriculum. For numeracy, students were
asked to identify single digit numbers, two-digit numbers,
three-digit numbers, solve a basic subtraction problem and
complete division problems.

Depending on the proficiency demonstrated by the students,
they were categorized into six groups. The groups started
with beginner level, meaning they couldn’t identify either the
alphabets or single digit numbers, then moved up from letter/
single digit; word/double digit; sentence/three digits; a short
story/subtraction; to comprehension/division.

THE SURVEY REACH:

During a period of a month between mid-August to mid-
September 2019, the volunteers reached all 138 schools that
teach between the grade 1-8 in Tulsipur. They surveyed 28,066
students in 70 public and 68 private schools who were present
in the school when volunteers arrived. In collaboration with
Education Division of Tulsipur Sub-Metropolitan City, Teach For
Nepal Alumni oversaw the data collection and management of
the survey process.

According to Ministry of Education’s Education Management
Information System (EMIS) database a total of 33,378 students
were enrolled between grade 1-8 in Tulsipur. The ASER survey,
conducted for students present in school on the day volunteers
arrived, assessed only 28,066 or 84% students. This means the
assessment missed 16% students. These students were absent
on the day.

While only 9% students were absent
in private schools, 27.5% students
were absent in public schools.
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Based on the survey participation, which is also consistent
with EMIS data, more students are enrolled in private schools
at the lower grades than the public schools but the enrolment
gap diminishes in higher grades.

Unlike the national trend where enrollment? in grade 8 is
only 67% of grade 1 enrollment , in Tulsipur the grade 1 & grade
8 enrollment gap is only 5%. Perhaps indicating to a fact that
students who start the schools are likely to stay through at
least grade 8. They, however, might start in private schools
and switch to public schools with increase in age and grades.

FINDINGS FROM THE SURVEY:

The survey results show dismal learning level of students

in Tulsipur. Even when grade 1-8 students were tested on
basic literacy and numeracy questions of grade 3 levels,

only 29% students were able to read and respond to Nepali
comprehension questions. Students struggled the most

in English with only about 12% of them able to respond to
comprehension questions. In Mathematics, only 20% students
were able to solve the division problems, the highest level of
questions asked.

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Even by grade 8, where all students should have completely
mastered the basic numeracy and literacy, only 60% in Nepali
and 27% in English correctly responded to comprehension
questions. Similarly, only 36% students were able to solve
division problems.

About 52% grade 8 students from public schools responded
to Nepali comprehension questions correctly but for English,
less than 10% were able to respond correctly. Mere 17% students
were able to solve the division problems.

While public school students’ perform is really low,
performance of private school students is also far from
satisfactory. In grade 8, 48% students failed to solve division
problems and 57% students couldn’t respond to English
comprehension questions. In Nepali, 34% students couldn’t
respond to comprehension questions correctly.

LEARNING ACHIEVEMENT GAP: SOCIO-ECONOMIC
STATUS MATTERS

The results show that there is a difference between girls and
boys and also by caste and ethnicity. The most significant
difference is seen between public and private schools.

GENDER GAP:

The ASER survey shows gender gap in learning achievements.
While female students do marginally better in Nepali, in English
and Maths they fall behind.

On average, 30% female students and 28% male students
responded to Nepali comprehension questions correctly. For
English, however, only 11% female and 13% male students
responded correctly. The gap spreads further with only 18%
female students and 22% male students solving the division
problems.

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There is similar trend within school system as well. While
girls in both public and private schools do marginally better than
boys, they fall behind in English and Mathematics.

27% public school girl students were able to respond to
Nepali comprehension questions but only 24% boys responded
correctly. Similarly, 32% private school girl students responded
correctly but only 29% boys gave accurate response.

In English, 3% girls and 4% boys in public schools gave
correct response. In Private, 15.95% girls and 16.5% boys
responded correctly. Similarly, in Mathematics, 6% girls and 9%
boys in public schools and 25% girls and 28% boys solved basic
division questions.

DIFFERENCE AMONG CASTE & ETHNIC GROUPS

There is also a gap among the caste/ethnic groups. Upper caste
students such as Brahmins and Chettris tend to do better than
students from ethnic and Dalit groups.

In Nepali, 34% Brahmin/Chettri, 23% Janajati and 22% Dalit
students responded to comprehension questions correctly. In
English, however, the overall percentage of correct responses
declined dramatically even then caste gap remains, with 17%
Brahmin/Chhetri, 8% Janajati and 6% Dalit students correctly
responding to comprehension questions. Finally, in Mathematics
only 26% Brahmin/Chhetri and 16% Janajati and 10% Dalit
students were able to solve division problems.

Tulsipur Students by Caste/Ethnicity

The gap was consistent within the school systems with
Brahmin/Chettri students in both public and private school doing
significantly better than Janajati and Dalit students in their schools.

This means that Brahmin/Chettri students in private schools
perform the best where as Dalit students in public schools have
the lowest learning achievement outcomes. For example, while
30% Brahmin/Chettri students in private schools were able to
solve division problems but only 4% Dalits in public schools were
able to provide correct answers.

When caste and gender is combined, Dalit female students
are likely to be behind the most compared to other caste/ethnic
groups.
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PUBLIC AND PRIVATE SCHOOL STUDENTS:

There is a significant gap between the students of public and
private schools. According to survey, about 30.29% students
from private schools and 25.68% students from public schools
were able to correctly respond to Nepali comprehension
questions

While the gap is low in Nepali, in Mathematics and English
the gap is stark. During the survey, 26.61% private school
students correctly solved division problems but only 7.38%
students from public school were able to correctly solve the
same questions. Furthermore, only 16.28% private school
students responded correctly to English comprehension
questions but only 3.56% students from public schools
answered the same questions correctly.

The gap between public and private schools starts to show
from the very beginning. The survey was conducted during
the fifth month - Bhadra (August/September) - of the school
year. By the time, while 6.68% private school students in
grade 1weren’t able to correctly identify alphabets, 28.20%
public school students studying in grade 1 failed to correctly
identify the alphabets. Similarly, 2.24% private school students
didn’t know English alphabets but 37.13% students in public
schools hadn’t mastered English alphabets. Likewise, only 1.75%
students studying in grade 1 of private schools couldn’t even
identify single digit numbers, 35.58% students in public schools
were yet to learn single digit numbers.

Such early gap is perhaps an indication that private schools
start education early. Private schools students would have
received 3 years of education before they go to grade 1but in
public schools students attend only 1year of education before
grade 1.

The gap that starts early stays throughout the grade levels.

During the survey, 26.61%
private school students correctly
solved division problems but
only 7.38% students from public
school were able to correctly
solve the same questions.
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What is even critical is that while there is a gap in caste/
ethnicity/gender within a school system, the public and private
gap is even broader. Even for disadvantaged groups such as
Dalits, when they attend private schools, they are likely to
do better than Brahmin/Chettri students in public schools.

To illustrate, almost 10% Dalit students in private schools
demonstrated mastery in English comprehension questions
and 18% solved division problems. But only about 6% Brahmin/
Chhetri students in public schools had mastered English
comprehensions and 11% of them correctly solved division
questions. When we look within a caste group this becomes
even more pronounced with only 2% Dalit students in public
schools mastering the same English comprehensions and 4%
solving the division problems.

This perhaps shows that underlying family income and other
background plays important role in education outcomes, which
is evident from the fact that children with fathers who have
regular income such as in businesses, government or teaching
jobs are more likely to go to private schools. 93% students
whose father work in government, 92.5% in corporate sector
and 91% in teacher attend private schools. In the context of
Tulsipur, which still is largely a rural community, we have made
an assumption that Father’s income is likely to be the primary
income source for family. Thus, survey took father as proxy
measure for economic status of the family.

Furthermore, students in private schools are also more likely
to take additional tuition classes, outside of normal schools hours
— almost 33% but for less than 10% in public schools. Additional
investment like these also support private school children.

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STUDENTS EXPERIENCE PHYSICAL PUNISHMENT AT
SCHOOLS

Even though Nepal’s education policies have discouraged
physical punishment of students. The ASER survey reveal that
students experience physical punishment both at homes and
schools regularly. During the survey, 63% students shared
that they experience physical punishment at school and 48%
experience such punishments at home. Physical punishment
is more prevalent in private schools — 68% - than in public
schools (53%). Such a high incidence of punishment means that
national policies hasn’t translated into practice.

STUDENTS DON’T HAVE ACCESS TO DIGITAL TECHNOLOGY
One of the stated objectives of Tulsipur Sub-Metropolitan

City and the elected Mayor is that Tulsipur will be one of the
“Smart Cities” in Nepal. Tulsipur has also been selected as one
of the pilot cities for Nepal Governments’ Smart City Program.
Among several other indicators, smart city also plans to provide
digital and e-governance services. But access to internet,

which is a fundamental infrastructure required to access such
services, students and schools are far behind. Only 1 computer is
available for 57 students in schools and less than 14% students
have access to wired/wireless internet. Only 6% public schools’
students have access to internet.

ACCESS TO WATER AND SANITATION NEEDS TO IMPROVE
Overall 94% schools reported that students have access to
drinking water. While all private schools had the access, 12%
public schools do not have access to the drinking water.
Furthermore, 22% public schools do not have water filtration
system available to their students.

Additionally , only 62% public schools had handwashing
points available and 41% of them didn’t have soap available. Even
in private schools, 18% didn’t have soap at the handwashing
points. Similarly, there is only one toilet available for 70
students in Tulsipur whereas the national standard is 1:50. For
girl students there is 1 toilet for every 66 and 74 boys there is
one toilet.
